It was featured prominently
at the “hippie-chic home-and-fashion emporium, Cat Ballou™ on Alvear

Avenue in Buenos Aires during ArtWeek 2005.
The products are currently being shown during the exhibition at the
Consulate and are now offered commercially in the United States for

the very first time.
